Greenhouse Landscape Worksheet 10 (look at Worksheet 3 for examples)


1. A worker works on the planting of a large flower bed. He starts at 7:35 AM and finishes at 4:32 PM, and takes 50 minutes off for lunch. At $13.45 per hour, find out how much the worker earned to the nearest cent, assuming the lunch time was unpaid. 

2. The grounds of an office complex are completely replanted and resodded, taking 184 hours total to finish the job. Using an 8-hour workday, how many days and hours did it take to do the job? 

3. A laborer works for a landscaping company that uses a flat rate pay system. The flat-rate time for laying 1000 square feet of sod is 13/20 hours and the flat rate pay is $9.55. He takes 9/20 hours to lay the first 1000 sq.ft of sod, but 17/20 hours to lay the second 1000 sq. ft (it got hot!) He then takes 11/20 hours to lay the sod for the third 1000 sq.ft. plot. How much did he earn for his efforts? What was his hourly wage? If he had worked at exactly the flat rate time for these three jobs, what would his hourly wage have been? 

4. Looking at your timecards for the week, you see that you worked 8 hours 2 minutes on Monday, 7 hours and 54 minutes on Tuesday, 8 hours and 15 minutes on Wednesday, 8 hours and 11 minutes on Thursday, and 7 hours and 34 minutes on Friday. You are paid $13.05 per hour. How much is your pay for the week (before taxes)?

5. A landscaper buys 21 tons of gravel at $22.25 per ton. If the gravel is sold at $36.50 per ton to a customer, what is the landscaper’s profit after all the gravel is sold? 

6. What is the total cost of these items: 2 commercial fertilizer/seed spreaders, $119.73 each; 12 pallets of Zoysia sod plugs at $13.51 per pallet, 12 pounds of Zoysia grass seeds at $225, and four 20 pound bags of lawn starter fertilizer at $11.95 each? 

7. A worker’s paycheck for a 5-day workweek is $650.50. A workday is 8 hours. What is the worker’s hourly pay? 

8. A landscaper buys a 250-foot roll of 4-inch tall plastic lawn edging for $56.00. If 165 feet of edging is required for a lawn border, how much does it cost to put edging around this garden? How much edging remains on the roll? 

9. Your truck gets 14 miles per gallon and has a full gas tank with 20 gallons of gas when it leaves on a trip. If gas costs $3.15 per gallon, how much does it cost per mile to drive until the tank is empty? Hint: First find the total cost of a tank of gas and the total number of miles traveled on the trip. 

10. A spray can of insect repellent costs $5.19. If one can lasts for 5 working days for 7 employees, how much does it cost per month for mosquito repellent? If 14 more employees are added to the crew, how many cans should be bought per week to ensure there is just enough repellent?
